The High School Musical Theatre Intensive is a one-day workshop with instruction and coaching in 
musical theatre master class/audition tips, stage combat/fight choreography, and dance etiquette/routine.  
This workshop is open to students in grades 9 – 12, and will be limited to 18 students.

Bring double sided sheet music in a three ring binder for the accompanist.  Wear comfortable clothing and 
tennis shoes for the stage combat session.  There will be time to change for the dance session if students 
choose to do so; bring dance attire (including jazz or tennis shoes), a water bottle, and a pencil.

Instructors & Staff 

 
Andrew Abrams (Artistic Director, Four Seasons Theatre) has worked Off-Broadway, regionally, and on tour as a 
professional director, musical director, conductor, composer, and performer. Shows include: Cinderella (with Eartha 
Kitt), State Fair (with John Davidson), Cabaret (with Andrea McCardle), Kiss of the Spider Woman, Masterclass (with 
Rosemary Prinz), and numerous others. He is in the advanced year of the BMI musical theater writing workshop in 
NYC. He wrote the music for the musical but I’m a Cheerleader, which was a finalist for the Jerry Bock Award, was part 
of the ASCAP Workshop, and headlined the New York Musical Theatre Festival in September 2005 where it received 
the Audience Award for “Best Musical.” Andrew has also worked as a vocal coach and voice teacher at NYU, Pace 
University, AMDA, and privately in NYC and Madison. Andrew musical directed Chicago for the Broadway Dinner 
Theater in the Wisconsin Dells and is the Chorus Master for the Madison Opera. He is currently represented by the 
Gersh Agency in NYC. Andrew was the stage and musical director for all the Four Seasons Mainstage shows for the 
2005-2006 and 2007-2008 seasons as well as the director for the youth theatre production of Les Misérables in June 
2006. For 2007-2008 he served as musical director and director for A Grand Night for Singing and musical director for 
Follies. Andrew is directing Sweeney Todd at the Armory Dinner Theatre in September. 
 
Jamie Pitt (Youth Theatre Director, Four Seasons Theatre) received her Bachelor's degree in Music Education from 
the University of Wisconsin – Madison and is currently in her tenth year teaching vocal and general music at 
James Madison Memorial High School. She most recently was the music director for Four Seasons Youth 
Theatre's Footloose, Once On This Island, and Les Misérables, and is co-director of the Summer Musical Theatre 
Workshop Series. In addition, she is the music director for the annual musicals at Memorial, and she recently led 
the High School Musical Theater session at the 2004 and 2006 UW-Madison Summer Music Clinics. Previously, 
Jamie directed the Boychoir for the Madison Youth Choirs organization and the Wisconsin Dells High School 
Show Choir, taught vocal and general music at Cherokee Heights Middle School (Madison), and conducted the 
youth choirs at Bethel Lutheran Church and Bashford United Methodist Church. In association with UW-
Madison, she toured for two years with the Wisconsin Singers and sang for six years with the UW Madrigal 
Singers. Other Madison performance credits include the roles of Young Sally in Follies (FST), the Guardian Angel 
in Everyman (E.M. Productions) and Sandy in Grease (Madison Theater Guild). 
 
Jeff Skubal is an accomplished stage combat instructor and fight choreographer. He has done fight work with 
Four Seasons Theatre, Children's Theatre of Madison, University of Wisconsin-Madison, and recently with the 
Madison Opera. Jeff has also done numerous productions with various high schools around the area. He 
received his BA in Theatre and Drama from UW – Madison, and he has trained with the Society of American 
Fight Directors during their Chicago workshops. 
 
Sarah Zeisser is the former coach of the nationally ranked University of Wisconsin Dance Team, a former 
member of the nationally ranked University of Minnesota Dance Team, and an instructor for West Side 
Performing Arts (WSPA) Dance Studio in Madison, WI. Sarah choreographs for the WSPA regional and national 
dance teams along with many elementary, high school, and collegiate dance teams in the Midwest. Sarah is also a 
former instructor for Universal Dance Association, a former choreographer for Varsity! Remarkable, Original 
Choreography (V!ROC), and currently judges the National College and High School Dance Championships 
hosted by UCA/UDA on ESPN. Sarah has provided commentary for the Wisconsin State Dance Team 
Competition with "When We Were Young" Productions and FSN Wisconsin. Sarah possesses over 25 years of 
dance experience in ballet, tap, jazz, contemporary and modern, hip hop, and pom pon.
