Four Seasons Goes To Hollywood 

(Senior Session) 
 

The Summer Musical Theatre Workshop Series offers a unique experience for students who enjoy 

learning about and performing works from a variety of musical theatre productions that fit this year’s 

theme: Four Seasons Goes To Hollywood.  Our month long series will include professional music, dance, and 

drama instruction and rehearsals, as well as the following workshops: Auditioning for Musical Theatre 

Productions, Building Your Resume, Stage Combat, and Wigs & Stage Makeup.  The performance at the end of 

the month is a musical revue created by the directors and catered to the talents of the workshop 

participants.  This year’s revue will feature memorable songs from the great Hollywood musicals.

Workshop & Performance Location: James Madison Memorial High School 
 

Workshops: Tuesdays, Wednesdays, & Thursdays, July 1 – July 24, 9:30 AM – 12:00 PM. 
 

Performance: Thursday, July 24, 7:30 PM, call time is 5:30 PM for all performers.  The show is free to the 

public and there will be general seating in the auditorium (no tickets needed). 
 

Eligible Participants: Students entering 9th – 12th grades for the 2008 – 2009 school year (must be able to 

match and maintain pitch).  There will be an enrollment cap of 20 students on a first come, first served 

basis. 
 

Placement: All registered students will participate in classes, rehearsals, and performances.  Please 

prepare one minute of a musical theatre vocal solo for the first day of the workshop, as we will be 

listening to each student individually for proper placement into the show (bring sheet music, an 

accompanist will be provided).  Once everyone has sung, we will teach a short dance combination and 

watch it in small groups.  Dress comfortably for the movement portion of the day. 
 

Workshop Series Fee: $250, due with registration by June 7, 2008.  Checks should be made payable to 

Four Seasons Theatre.  It is imperative for students to be in attendance and on time for all sessions, and all 

students are expected to participate in the final performance.  Students who miss more than two 

rehearsals will not participate in the performance on July 24; no refunds will be given.

Instructors: 
 

Jamie Pitt, Youth Theatre Director, Four Seasons Theatre, received her Bachelor's degree in Music Education from the 

University of Wisconsin – Madison and is currently in her ninth year teaching vocal and general music at James Madison 

Memorial High School. She most recently was the musical director for Four Seasons Youth Theatre’s Once On This Island 

and Les Misérables, and is co-director of the Summer Musical Theatre Workshop Series. In addition, she is the music 

director for the annual musicals at Memorial, and she recently led the High School Musical Theater session at the 2004 

and 2006 UW – Madison Summer Music Clinics. Previously, Jamie directed the Boychoir for the Madison Youth Choirs 

organization and the Wisconsin Dells High School Show Choir, taught vocal and general music at Cherokee Heights 

Middle School (Madison), and conducted the youth choirs at Bethel Lutheran Church and Bashford United Methodist 

Church. In association with UW – Madison, she toured for two years with the Wisconsin Singers and sang for six years 

with the UW Madrigal Singers. Other Madison performance credits include Young Sally in Follies (FST), Grand Night For 

Singing (FST), Sandy in Grease (Madison Theater Guild), and the Guardian Angel in Everyman (E.M. Productions). 
 

Amanda Poulson, Assistant Youth Theatre Director/Operations Director, Four Seasons Theatre, received her Bachelors of 

Music in Vocal Performance from the University of Wisconsin at Madison where she performed in numerous University 

operas, concerts, and recitals. Amanda was most recently seen on stage in Madison as Maria in West Side Story, Ellen in 

Miss Saigon, and Cathy in The Last Five Years for Four Seasons Theatre. Other favorite roles have included Abby Brewster 

in Arsenic and Old Lace, Lois/Bianca in Kiss Me Kate, and Reno Sweeny in Anything Goes. Amanda has moved back to 

Madison after living and studying for five years in Manhattan where she performed in several cabarets, BMI Workshop 

pieces, and performances with the Broadway Dance Center. As a choreographer, Amanda has worked with high schools 

throughout the state of Wisconsin and has choreographed the last nine musicals at Madison’s Memorial High School 

including 42nd Street, West Side Story, and most recently How to Succeed in Business. Other recent projects include Loose Lips 

Sink Ships for Madison Family Theatre (CTM), Bat Boy for StageQ, and Ragtime for Four Seasons Theatre. 
 

Guest Presenters: 
 

Andrew Abrams, Artistic Director, Four Seasons Theatre, has worked Off-Broadway, regionally and on tour as a 

professional director, musical director, conductor, composer and performer. Shows include: Cinderella (with Eartha Kitt), 

State Fair (with John Davidson), Cabaret (with Andrea McCardle), Kiss of the Spider Woman, Masterclass (with Rosemary 

Prinz), and numerous others. He is in the advanced year of the BMI musical theater writing workshop in NYC. He wrote 

the music for the musical but I’m a Cheerleader, which was a finalist for the Jerry Bock Award, was part of the ASCAP 

Workshop, and headlined the New York Musical Theatre Festival in September 2005, where it received the Audience 

Award for "Best Musical." Andrew has also worked as a vocal coach and voice teacher at NYU, Pace University, AMDA, 

and privately in NYC and Madison. He also musical directed Chicago for the Broadway Dinner Theater in the Wisconsin 

Dells. He is currently represented by the Gersh Agency in NYC. Andrew was the stage and musical director for all the 

Four Seasons mainstage shows as well as the director for the youth theatre production of Les Misérables. 
 

Jan Ross is a professional Wig and Make-Up Artist who has worked in theatre for the last 30 years. Jan has trained in 

make-up and wigs in the opera world and has been involved both backstage and onstage in various capacities. Currently 

under contract to Madison Opera, Madison Ballet, and Indianapolis Opera, Jan has worked extensively with those 

companies as well as with other opera companies in the U.S. In addition to her wig and make-up skills, she also works 

backstage at the Overture Center on wardrobe and wig calls for visiting shows. 
 

Jeff Skubal is an accomplished stage combat instructor and fight choreographer. He has done fight work with Four 

Seasons Theatre, Children's Theatre of Madison, University of Wisconsin-Madison, and recently with the Madison 

Opera. Jeff has also done numerous productions with various high schools around the area. He received his BA in Theatre 

and Drama from UW – Madison, and he has trained with the Society of American Fight Directors during their Chicago
